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Golborne Hockey Club Disciplinary Code

Despite ever-increasing pressures in hockey the Club is committed to maintaining a good disciplinary record. 

The disciplinary code provides formal action to be taken for a failure to meet the standards expected in respect to the Golborne Hockey Club Code of Conduct. This applies both during matches and at all other times when representing the Club, or being seen to represent the Club.

The award of a red card or three yellow cards in a season will require a player to appear before the Disciplinary Committee which comprises:

The Club Chairpersons, the Club Secretary, and the Men’s and Women’s captains or their nominated substitutes.

The Disciplinary Committee meeting will be convened within 10 days of the red card or final yellow being awarded. In the case of a red card the procedures and sanctions laid down by the England Hockey, and approved by Lancashire and Cheshire Hockey, will apply.

Captains are reminded that they are responsible for the behaviour of all their team players. Captains are required to record the awarding of cards and the details of the offence committed. These details will be reported to the Disciplinary Committee as required.

For yellow and red cards received there will also be a compulsory monetary fine as detailed in the box:

Any red card received is an automatic ban according to England Hockey rulings, plus a £20 fine internally within Golborne Hockey Club, the playing member will be contacted formally to stand before a review from the management committee of Golborne Hockey Club.

Punsihment can come in the form of written warning, additional monetary fines, selection restriction, suspension, or in worst case scenarios, membership withdrawn. All penalties may have conditions attached at the discretion of the Disciplinary Committee.
